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Greenwich Library Staff used this year to finish the work outlined in  
its Strategic Plan, Greenwich Library Reconnects. Using a holistic  
and collaborative process, the Staff worked with Friends and Trustees  
to develop a new plan, which will guide our future efforts. This new  
plan will be launched in January 2026. The Library’s mission remains  
unchanged. We aim to provide exceptional resources, programs, and  
services that promote the joy of lifelong learning and discovery, and  
to offer a welcoming place for people to gather and share experiences. 

The Strategic Plan’s focus areas sustain the Library’s efforts to reconnect  
and assess its collections, programs, and services.

Highlights and  
Accomplishments

Collections: 

•Systemwide borrowing increased 2% to 986,212 items  
circulated, and eBook and downloadable audiobooks  
accounted for 21% of all systemwide circulation.  
eAudiobook usage increased 14.3%. 

•A Staff Picks collection launched in fall 2024, increasing  
discoverability of select titles.

•Updated the Library’s collection development policy  
to emphasize recent changes in the Library’s collection,  
added language regarding patron-submitted book  
purchase requests, and revised the Library’s policy  
regarding book donations.

•Completed significant weeding of Cos Cob’s collection,  
identified materials to be stored during branch closing,  
and created new opening day collection for the renovated  
Cos Cob branch. More than 2,000 new items were  
purchased in anticipation of the branch reopening.

•Byram Shubert Branch Library staff worked in close  
collaboration with the Resources Management team to  
complete a major inventory project.

•Launched a collection evaluation for materials in the  
Arts and Recreation collections.

•Integrated children’s DVDs and music CDs into the  
adult collections, now labeled Family.

 Programming:

•Programming attendance decreased slightly from  
 65,181 to 63,692, which is not surprising given the  
 Cos Cob renovation and expansion.

•Refined program mix to better address patron needs.  
 Added Recreation and Leisure to the offerings, inspired  
 by the success of past adult crafting programs and  
 acknowledging how patrons use Library spaces for 
 bridge and/or mahjong meet-ups. 

•Offered exceptional programming including conversations,  
 concerts, and performances enjoyed by consistently full  
 houses in the Berkley Theater. Notable programs included:

 •Signature Series: Melissa Clark in conversation  
  with Debra Ponzek 

 •Greenwich Reads Together with Percival Everett, author  
  of James, winner of the National Book Award for Fiction,  
  the Kirkus Prize, and the Pulitzer Prize for Fiction

 •Children’s AuthorsLive with Adam Gidwitz 

 •Friends Performing Arts Series: Broadway star Norm Lewis

 •Musicians from Marlboro

 • Lynne and Richard Pasculano Signature Series:  
  Thomas Friedman

 •Flinn Reeves Lecture with Danielle Ogden  
  on Christo and Jeanne-Claude
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Community Connections: 

•The work performed in preparation for the new  
Strategic Plan 2026-2028 created many opportunities  
for Library staff to engage with the broader community.  
Local community partners participated in roundtables,  
and staff members visited peer libraries to learn how  
these institutions develop and maintain relevant services  
for their communities.

•Established collaborative relationships with outside  
partners including the Greenwich Audubon Center,  
which plans to launch a quarterly book club in the  
next fiscal year.

•The lending staff worked on updating old and  
creating new staff and students’ accounts for public  
and private schools. 

•Byram Shubert Branch Library opened after hours  
so New Lebanon School’s students and parents  
could tour the branch. 

•The Library collaborated with the United Way to  
develop the Community Organizations Fair, which  
was conducted in October 2024. 

Spaces & Facilities:

•Broke ground on the Cos Cob branch renovation and  
 expansion in October 2024. The Cos Cob branch reno- 
 vation project was completed on schedule and on budget;  

the branch reopened in fall 2025. The new community  
 room and thoughtfully designed spaces for adults, teens,  
 and children are highly appreciated by the neighborhood. 

•Convened working group to assess wayfinding and  
 directional signage at the Main Library. Recommendations  

on how to improve signage are under development.

•Completed a usage study, a peer library analysis,  
and an architectural study to assess the space and  
use of the Children’s Room at the Main Library.

•Revised Meeting Facility Use Policy and pricing for  
outside rentals of the Berkley and Marx Family Black Box 
Theaters as well as the 2nd Floor Meeting Room.

•Initiated work to create an enclosed, quiet reading  
space at the Byram Shubert Branch Library. 

•Assessed landscaping at the Main Library and  
developed a plan to address.

•Worked to develop a redesign plan for the  
Peterson Music Wing.

Services: 

•Children’s Services launched its 1,000 Books  
Before Kindergarten initiative.

•Byram Shubert Branch Library revised its operating hours  
to better serve the community. By staying open until 6 PM,  
patrons have easier access to branch services.

•Business Services added additional resume appointments  
due to high demand. 

•Outreach programs, with particular emphasis on  
senior citizens, were conducted on-site at The Mews  
and the Wallace Center. 

Organizational Effectiveness:

•Continued to align staff and hiring to support  
strategic needs. 

•Several long-term employees announced their  
retirements; these vacancies will be filled during the  
2025-2026 fiscal year.

•In conjunction with the broader Strategic Planning  
process, a cross-section of Staff, Friends, and Trustees  
participated in a planning offsite. 

•Hosted staff training day in May 2025, providing  
an opportunity to cultivate highly skilled staff. 

Technology:

•Developed a three-year technology plan. 

•Configured new splash page prompting user  
agreement with the Library’s Electronic Resources Policy  
to access the Library’s WiFi.

•Launched a new wireless printing system to the public. 

•Worked to redesign the Library website.
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Sources  
of Funding

Greenwich Library has a long history of public-private partnership. 
The annual operating budget is funded by the Town of Greenwich, 
while the Board of Trustees Development Office and The Friends of 
Greenwich Library raise funds from our community to support Library 
programs and initiatives. The Friends of Byram Shubert Library and 
The Friends of Cos Cob Library provide additional program funding 
for branch-specific programming.

A long-standing private endowment comes from the 
Clementine L. Peterson Foundation. The Foundation  
was established under the will of Clementine L. Peterson 
in memory of her son, Jonathan, and her husband,  
J. Whitney Peterson. Peterson Foundation Trustees  
exclusively govern the investment plan and distribution 
of funds. The annual distribution is used for operating 
and staffing costs of the Peterson wing, as well as for 
enhancing business and music collections and services.

This year, Greenwich Library received a transformative  
$5 million gift to endow its acclaimed Signature  
Series programming. This is the largest gift received by 
Greenwich Library in more than 30 years, marking a 
pivotal moment in the Library’s history. The gift, made  
by Greenwich residents Lynne and Richard Pasculano,  
is their most recent support in their decades-long  
relationship with Greenwich Library. In recognition  
of this gift, the program will be named The Lynne and 
Richard Pasculano Signature Series.
